What we are becoming is more important than our material goals. I dare say that becoming makes goal     

achievement natural. We need to stop the approach to goal achievement that is like swimming upstream against      
a fast current. 

 

As we begin to paint a picture of our lives, goals and visions framed in Faith and concentrate efforts on becoming, 
and then the universe will out-picture it as manifest reality. 

 

Let’s be clear that faith, while often associated with religious traditions, is not inherently limited to religion at        
its core meaning. Faith is our inner sight, an inherent power to perceive the invisible. It is a Power inherent in     

our mind 

 
Apostle Paul wrote: “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. …Through 

faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that things which are seen were not  

made of things which do appear.” (Hebrews 11:1, 3) 
 

One of the most liberating ideas that I heard from Unity, at a time of deep struggles, was:  You already have faith, it 

is inherent in your mind and you cannot divorce it from your mind or thoughts. The issue is not whether you have 

faith but where you place your faith. You can place your faith on a fear of the future or let your mind perceive and 
frame new life possibilities. That’s the choice you make! 

 

I cannot think of a better way to start a New Year than connecting to our faith center and meditatively deepening 
our contact with this inner spiritual resource. Charles Fillmore, co-founder of Unity said: 

 

Faith is the perceiving power of mind, coupled with the ability to shape substance.   
We have this power, native to our being that is capable of  

seeing the invisible or the formless and bringing it into form. 

 
Every Spiritual tradition speaks of a time before time, before there was any manifest universe of things. The essence 

and aura of Being (God) hovered over the void, ready to create form from the formlessness void. This is more than 

a metaphor; this speaks to the power inherent in us, the power to manifest our life’s desires. 
 

Unity believes that our greatest work comes from working from the original spark of Divinity within us.  

The future will reveal that which we impregnate with our thoughts, feelings and imaginations... 
 

Faith, Love and Strength form an incredible triangle of Spiritual Powers.  A New Year offers us new opportunity to 

reframe our lives from inside–out.  Let's realize that co-creating our lives from the Source (God) works equally well 
in personal, business as well as in corporate life. Let’s not separate them! 

 

One decision we can make for 2012 is to be in the business of advancing human spiritual evolution and usher in 
prosperity, peace and harmony beyond human comprehension.  We can not make progress in this if we separate
